U Implementation mechanism of
cooperation and assistance
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The Protocol (cont.)
Parties shall take all feasible
precautions to protect civilians, incl.
assess, mark and clear, remove and
destroy ERW as soon as feasible

States parties and parties to a conflict
shall record and retain information on
ERW and make available the
information on ERW, as far as
practicable and without delay

States parties in a position to do so
shall provide assistance, including for
victim assistance
